How to Submit Chapter Calendar Events 
and Happenings easily online 

Chapter events and happenings are an important part of The Wanderer, and while you can still fax or email entries, it is surprising how easy it is to submit the information via CMCA’s website. Plus, your calendar events will appear online earlier than those submitted via other means. 

How to submit a Chapter Happening online 
1. Type www.cmca.net.au/happenings in your internet browser (you will need the generic Member username and password to view the page) 
2. Click ‘Submit Happenings’ in the blue side menu. 

3. Then simply fill out the form. Enter your name and Membership number, Chapter name, and the details of your Happening. 


4. When finished, press the ‘Submit Chapter Happenings’ button and you will receive a message stating your Happening is being held for approval. If anything goes wrong during the submission you will receive an error message. 

That’s it! Your happening has now been submitted online and will also be included in the next available edition of The Wanderer. 


How to submit a Chapter Calendar Event online 


1. Type www.cmca.net.au/calendar in your internet browser (you will need the generic Member username and password to view the page)


2. Select ‘Submit Chapter Event’ in the blue side menu. 


3. Then simply fill out the form. Enter your name and Membership number, select your Chapter from the drop down box, and select the start and end date for your event. Lastly, enter your event details in the box provided.


4. Then press the ‘Submit Chapter Event’ button. This will generate a message stating your Chapter event is now being held for approval. If anything goes wrong during the submission you will receive an error message.

That’s it! The event will appear online within a week, and in the next available edition of The Wanderer. 
If you would like to submit an alteration or cancellation of an event you can use the same process as above, advising that it is a change of details.
